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This year, we are going to really fine tune our organizational skills.  Being organized is one of the cornerstones for having a successful year. 

STAR binders are a way to help everyone stay organized- you, your parents, and me. 
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Your   STAR binder will go home every night and come back to school everyday.  
This is the most important thing to remember!!
Your STAR binder will include the following sections:
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Your Planner: a place to write down daily assignments and homework
 
Communications: a pocket that will contain any notes, newsletters or other important information that needs to be taken home and read nightly.

Money: (a zippered pencil pouch made for three ring binders): this is a place for lunch money, fieldtrip money, Market Day orders, Scholastic Book Orders, etc…

Poetry Pocket: to keep weekly poems safe and on hand for fluency practice.

School Calendar: also a good place to write due dates for BIGGER projects. 

Homework Folder: one side for papers that are going home; the other side for papers that are done and need to be returned. 

A Take It home Keep It home folder: graded papers or things that can come home and stay home.
…  and lots of useful resources that you will have at the tip of your fingers! 

STAR Binder Rules:

1. Bring it to school everyday with your completed homework, notes, planner (signed), etc…
2. Take it home every night and share the contents with your parents.

3. Take EXCELLENT care of your binder as it has to last you ALL YEAR!



For your    STAR Binder, you will need to purchase:

1- A three hole punched poly-vinyl or heavy cardboard two pocket folder (similar to the paper folders, but meant to be put in a three ring binder) 
1- plastic zippered pencil pouch that can be put in your binder

To save you time and money I was able to purchase some of the needed materials in bulk and pass the savings onto you.  You will need to bring in $5.00 to cover the cost of these materials. Your money will cover the cost of the binders, plastic pocket folders, sheet protectors, and labels.  Please bring your money the first day of school. You can place it in your zippered pencil pouch and start practicing using your  STAR binder right from the start!
